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RESEARCH STRUCTURE & REQUIREMENTS

The normal duration of study for a doctorate is three 
years (= full-time equivalent). At the heart of the study 
is the composition of an independent dissertation, 
supported by participation in international academic 
workshops, conferences and seminars.

Students in Austria either live in a hall of 
residence or in private accommodation.We recommend 
OeAD student housing.The average monthly living 
expenses for a student in Austria are approximately 
950 euros.

TUITION FEES

The tuition fees (2020) are € 363.36 per semester, re-
spectively € 726.72 for non-EU nationals and students 
union fee € 20,20.
